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MERCOSUR'S RELATIONSHIPS WITH INTERNATIONAL
ACTORS:
COUNTRIES, ECONOMIC BLOCS, AND OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

The Mercosur, known as Southern Common Market, is a South
American economic bloc formed by Brazil, Argentina, Uruguay, and
Paraguay, as well as associated and observer countries. Since its
creation, in 1991, it has been really important for the economy of the
integrated States by increasing employment and income, improving
productivity, and intensifying economic relations between the
countries. This integration process has established multiple
agreements with countries or groups of countries, granting them, in
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some cases, the status of Associated States. These Associated States
participate in activities of the Bloc and have trade preferences with
the States Parties. In this presentation we are going to talk about
Mercosur and its relationships with international actors such as others
economic blocs and organizations.
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PENSION REFORM IN EUROPE: CHALLENGES AND

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF CONSTITUTIONAL CONTROL IN
GEORGIA AND IN FRANCE

Along with the development of state institutions, it is necessary to
equip the branches of government with control functions for the
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effective implementation of the division of powers and control.
Therefore, together with the functional strengthening of the state
institution, it is necessary to create new control levers and refine them
at the legislative level.

The Constitutional Court is one of the highest constitutional bodies of
the state government, which exercises judicial power through
constitutional justice and other forms provided by law.

All decisions, as well as the decision of the Constitutional Court, need
to be enforced, but it is interesting what levers the Constitutional
Court of Georgia has for this. According to the legislation of Georgia,
in order to enforce the decision of the Constitutional Court, there is
no real and effective leverage, so means must be found and defined,
which excludes ignoring the constitutional decision and only the
presence of political goodwill in order to enforce the decision.
Considering its legal and political arrangement, the state tries to create
a model of constitutional control adapted to it. The existing
constitutional control mechanisms in Georgia and France are
markedly different from each other. The Constitutional Court of
Georgia and the specialized constitutional control body of France, the
Constitutional Council, are functionally different. These differences
are highlighted in the paper and a comparative analysis is presented.
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THE PLACE OF INTERNATIONAL TRADE LAW IN THE WORLD
ECONOMIC SYSTEM

International trade law is one of the important institutions of
international law, which is a set of specific and modern norms
(principles). It regulates relations in the economic sphere at the
international level, which is reflected in the three systems of
connection of international relations, namely: trade, finance, and
investments.

International trade legal relations are one of the most important areas
where international legal norms and principles and international
institutions actually operate. These relations not only reflect the
growth of economic interdependence of countries but also leads to a
change in the traditional views of international law. The concept of
"international trade law", which was formed during the last few
decades, covers a huge area of interactions. I fully agree with Peter
Manachuk, in that this sphere may be beyond the scope of
constitutional studies, but it would be a mistake to completely ignore
it, as it would lead to an incomplete understanding of modern
international law (Malanchuk, p. 250).
International trade relations are mostly comprised of States and
international organizations, as well as international banks and
international funds, which support the implementation of
international projects. Regarding the sources of the international
trade law, these are the following:

e bilateral-level international trade agreements, which are

related to trade and industrial cooperation;

e multilateral agreements, on the basis of which the World

Trade Organization was established in 1994.

In the conditions of modern globalization, economic integration is
very important, as it originates an international socio-economic
system, and we can see the extent of economic integration reflected
in:



creation of free economic zones;

creation of the international customs union;
formation of the international trade market;
establishment of the International Monetary Fund;
formation of international economic union;

organization of the international economic space.
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DATA PROCESSING FOR DIRECT MARKETING PURPOSES
GEORGIAN LEGISLATION AND EUROPEAN REGULATION

Protection of personal data is a new and developing field for
Georgian law. It is important that the legislation provides appropriate
guarantees to prevent violations of a person's right to privacy and
invasion of their personal space during data processing.

A number of grounds for personal data processing are provided
by legislation. One of these grounds is the processing of personal data
for direct marketing purposes. Direct marketing is defined as offering
goods, services, employment or temporary jobs by mail, telephone
calls, e-mail or other means of telecommunication. On this basis that
a lot of information is processed, profiled and a number of advertising
messages are sent to us.

Data obtained from publicly available sources may be processed
for direct marketing purposes. Regardless of the purpose of data
collection, the following data may be processed for direct marketing
purposes: name (names), address, telephone number, e-mail address,
fax number. A data subject shall have the right to require at any time
that a data controller stop to use of his/her data for direct marketing
purposes. A data processor shall be obliged to stop data processing for
direct marketing purposes and/or ensure that a data processor stop
data processing for direct marketing purposes not later than 10
working days after the request of a data subject is received.

The legislation of Georgia does not account for the necessity of
the data subject's prior consent for data processing for to direct
marketing purposes. This regulatory framework is not aligned with
international best practices. According to the General Data Protection
Regulation (GDPR) data processing for the purpose of direct
marketing is permissible only if the data subject provides informed
consent beforehand.

General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) is the primary
legislation of the European Union concerning the protection of
personal data. It was adopted in 2016 and brought about significant



changes to the standards of personal data protection. The Association
Agreement between Georgia and the European Union mandates the
alignment of Georgia's legislation with several European Union
directives and regulations, including the GDPR.

At present, when Georgia has submitted an application for EU
membership, it is of utmost importance that the legislation in Georgia
is harmonized with EU standards, particularly in the crucial area of
the right to the protection of personal data and privacy.
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THE CONVERSION OF THE LAND LAW’S SOCIAL SYSTEM AND
THE IMPORTANCE OF CITIZENS’ AWARNESS

Georgia is a country known by land resources. For the
development of the state, it is necessary that the people, who are
actually the source of the power, own not only the property right on
the land, also real estate. In connection with this issue, the notary
performs the following legal actions: confirms transactions, issues
certificates of ownership and inheritance rights, takes measures to
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protect inherited property. Nowadays, the social system of land
ownership in the villages has collapsed. Many citizens are claiming
the property, to which none of the members of the previous
generation had not the right before presenting the claim. In this
regard, the purpose of actions is many. State services are still not
adequately provided and many people have to argue in court or in the
process of notarial action.

The property and inheritance rights of the population living in
rural areas should be protected primarily, taking into account the
identity of the residence, so that another person found in this
territorial space does not disrupt the system of social coexistence. It is
not allowed for a person acting under different will to own: a road, a
river, land or other. This form of private ownership interest is
especially problematic in the case of a household, when a member of
the household or a non-member heir cannot develops the ownership
right to the household property and the judicial practice and the view
of the legislator are essentially different, at this time the notary is
without power of the opportunity to independently determine the
legal interests of the persons connected to the household and the
corresponding legal consequences.

When speak about this topic we face many problems both in
the part of state services and with citizens who are solding lands. The
new owners change the system according to their will. Changes in the
social system of land ownership and the importance of citizens'
awareness are interrelated topics, the assessment of which should be
based on political, legal and social boundaries.
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DAVIT AGHMASHENEBELI FOREIGN POLICY AND
LEGISLATIVE RESULTS

Because of the complicated situation in Georgia in 1089 George
IT had been abdicated and his son Dacit IV was consecrasted on the
throne. After the 36 year of resigning the king Davit Aghmashenebeli
had achieved enormous result — the weakened and destroyed country
was prospered and strengthened. Though we must mention that “the
great Turk” period was started in 1080 and the Turk attacks and
raiding took the active and permanent character. George II had
announced obedience to the sultan and the Georgians were obliged to
pay contribution every year.
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From the very first day of the coronation the king Davit had
started to carry out reforms and strengthening his power in the very
short period of time. In 1103 in the “Ruis Urbnis” church meeting the
king made the reorganization of the priests and other religions persons
and before dominated church was subordinated to the state. The king
Davit had established the powerful military system. He made the
strategic steps from the military disciple and technical training
standpoint and also the great afford was made in rehabilitation of the
roads and bridges, the great attention was paid to the army leaders
who took the responsibility to first attack the enemy. And the kind
Davit himself was a perfect fighter and leader.

In the fight against the Turks the unexpected ally - the Christian
crusaders in 1099 had occupied the territory of Jerusalem and
therefore they had had the mutual interests together with the
Georgian army and they made mutual attacks in two different battles.
In the same 1099 the kind Davit had stopped to pay contribution to
the enemy and this step automatically meant to announce the war
against the Turks. The king started to make plans and reforms for
returning back the lost territories. This military reform included
40 000 Kivchags’ establishment and settling down on the Georgian
territory and therefore using their help in the battles fight against the
Turks. Based on the king’s law each member of the Kivchag family
had to serve in the Georgian army. In 1121, August 12, together with
the Georgian the Kivchag fighters also participated in “Didgory”
battle. The King Davit had finally attacked the Muslim enemy and had
banished from the Transcaucasia and as a “Didgory” battle result
Thilisi became free and the Georgian territory was united totally.

The king Davit IV perfectly knew the enormous importance
and meaning of the education and he therefore started to establish the
first academies and he made a great effort to develop the Georgian
hymnography and his literary composition “Singing of Regrets” is the
best composition of the middle centuries. We must specifically point
out the king David’s economical reforms including the coin system
reforms expressing the king Davit himself with the specific Christian



symbols on the coin and with the following Georgian capital
inscription around the coin: “King Davit”, and on the second place of
the coin was expressed the cross with the following capital
inscription: “Christ, King Davit of Abkhazians, Georgians, Runs,
Kakhs and Armenians®.
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REQUESTING A DOCUMENT OR INFORMATION IN COMPUTER
DATA AFTER A LEGISLATIVE CHANGE

With the legislative change of 2010 in the Criminal Procedure
Code (here in after - CPC), an investigative action related to computer
data appeared - requesting a document or information. The first
edition of Article 136 of the CPC if there is a reasonable cause to
believe that information or documents essential to the criminal case
are stored in a computer system or on a computer data carrier, the
only prosecutor may file a motion with a court, according to the place
of investigation, to issue a ruling requesting the provision of the
relevant information or document. The defense party was not the
subject of this article, until the Constitutional Court discussed this
issue and did not recognize as unconstitutional the content of the
norm, which excluded the possibility of the defense party to apply to
the court and may file to request a document or information. After
this decision of the Constitutional Court, the practice developed
unevenly. Finally, with the legislative amendments of May 24, 2022
article 136 of the CPC has been amended and the general rule of
investigative action has been extended to it. Accordingly, regarding
the request for information, the rules of its execution have also
undergone changes andcurrently, it has been formed in such a way
that it contains risks of violation of the principle of equality and
competition of the parties.
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CREDIT INSURANCE IN GEORGIAN AND GERMAN BANKING
LEGAL PRACTICE

The stable and dynamic development of the economy significantly
depends on the condition of the banking and insurance segments of
the financial market and the forms of their interaction. The increase
in the volume of bank credit granted by banking institutions to
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individuals brought to the fore the interest of banks to use an
insurance mechanism to protect against emerging banking risks, by
which the bank would ensure the possible risk of insolvency of its
debtor. Georgian legislation does not contain precise definitions
regarding bank credit insurance, the reason for which could be many
factors, although the reality is one - the institution operates in practice
and is characterized by a high utility for the financial sector, although
the gaps in the law somewhat hinder the establishment of healthy
practices. That's why, For the development of banking legal doctrine,
it is of great importance to bring to the fore the relevance and
importance of the institution of bank credit insurance. For this reason,
it is appropriate to conduct a study of the theoretical issues of the
institute. The typological characterization of the institution allows for
identifying problems on such important issues as the function of bank
credit insurance, its essence, its specific features, and signs, and how
harmoniously the Georgian legal framework and judicial practice are
compatible with the standards established at the international level
and already successfully tested in practice.
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CONCEPT OF ALIMONY OBLIGATION AND ITS LEGAL
REGULATION

In various fields of law, alimony is used to express the obligation
of one person to provide material support to another. Parents are
bound to protect their children even when they are not under the
parents' authority, and conversely, children are bound to protect their
parents.

In family law, the relations of family members are mostly
defined on the basis of moral principles. They have an obligation to
care for and help each other. Such an obligation is of a non-property
nature and is limited to the sphere of personal relations. The law's
requirement that family members are obliged to take care of each
other implies their property obligation - to help each other materially
if necessary.

The alimony agreement, after its signing, has binding force. In
case of failure to reach an agreement, an alternative rule defined by
law is used.

The law currently assigns the determination of the amount of
alimony to the court. The amount of alimony determined by the court
for a minor child is not permanent. It can be changed only by a court
decision. There must be a serious reason for this.

Changing the amount of alimony must be conditioned by the
stability of the circumstances that were the basis for determining the
initial amount of alimony. This, first of all, implies the emergence of
new circumstances, which should make a change in the previously
determined amount of alimony. In such a case, the plaintiff claims the
circumstances specified as the basis for increasing the amount of
alimony established by the court. And the defendant, in turn, must
prove the amount of his income. The marital relationship between
spouses necessarily implies the duty of finding material support for
each other. The law establishes the conditions for ensuring the



interests of those persons who need material assistance. When
deciding the issue of material support, the court takes into account the
income of both spouses. The rights and obligations of spouses for
mutual maintenance arise from the moment of marriage registration
and continue throughout the marriage. The actual marital
relationship does not give rise to the legal obligation of mutual support
between a man and a woman. The change in the amount of alimony
includes its complete cancellation.
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Organized crime has long been taking on the character of
transnational crime around the world. It should be noted that in
Europe and Asia there have historically been international
organizations of smugglers, jewel thieves and drug dealers, in Sicily
the Sicilian Mafia and in Japan - the Yakuza, which represent
centuries-old criminal organizations.

In the 21st century, transnational organized crime has become
a real threat to all humanity. It is much more dangerous for small
states, even for such as our country.

Transnational organized crimes have a growing trend that
threatens the normal development of any state. Organized crime is
created to carry out illegal activities. Such organizations engage in
crimes such as theft, fraud, extortion, kidnapping for ransom and
extortion. The main source of income for these criminal syndicates is
money from illegal activities for which there is a constant public
demand, such as drugs, prostitution, gambling and others.

The recent developments in this regard forced the civilized
world to devote all its efforts to the development of prevention and
fight against transnational crime.

According to the researchers, transnational organized crime
requires substantial study considering the content.

Many countries of the world have accumulated practice and
make theoretical determinations. This process became more active
after the Second World War, especially the Italian mafia, which
controlled almost all areas of government and directly influenced
political decisions. The protest of the Italian public, which is known
for its "clean hands", was able to effectively activate the criminal
justice mechanisms and significantly limit the power of the mafia. In
this regard, the existence of the institution of confiscation is of great
importance, through which the mafia and government officials
involved in corruption have been dealt the hardest blow. The
materials that form the basis of the article represent a descriptive
analysis of the main directions of Italian anti-corruption and anti-
mafia legislation.



We chose the example of Italy as the topic of our speech,
because no country has such a long history of fighting the mafia and
transnational organized crime as Italy.
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MULTILATERAL ENVIRONMENTAL GOVERNANCE AND
AGREEMENTS

The paper will discuss the emerging problems of Georgia in the
issue of environmental measures, at the same time, involvement in
environmental activities from the point of view of progressive growth
and development, as well as the association agreement between
Georgia on the one hand and the European Union and the European
Atomic Energy Union and their member states on the other hand
(Article 230).

Environmental protection aspects are indeed complex in nature
but one of the most fundamental characteristics of each state.
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Environmental issues intersect with almost all areas of economic and
social development. Balancing environmental performance and
economic growth is a challenge for all governments, and Georgia is no
exception. In order to achieve ambitious goals, it is necessary to
integrate environmental issues into relevant political directions and
improve environmental governance and functionality at the national
or international level.

The association agreement is an international agreement of Georgia
concluded within the framework of the Eastern Partnership (EaP)
initiative. The European Union concluded a similar agreement with
Georgia, Ukraine and Moldova. "The Association Agreement is
between, on the one hand, the European Union and the European
Atomic Energy Community and their Member States, and on the
other Georgia signed an agreement not only with the European
Union, but also with the 27 member states of the European Union and
Euratom. This is where Article 230 of the Agreement on Association
for International and European Integration comes from, the starting
point of which is that the parties recognize the importance of
multilateral environmental governance and agreements as the
international community's response to global or regional
environmental problems and emphasize the need to strengthen joint
support between trade and environmental policies.

The paper will also discuss the fundamentals of what
environmental activities include. Of course, this issue covers a wide
range of activities, such as the development of environmental policy
and legislation, the implementation of environmental policy goals,
law enforcement, the progress of the implementation of activities
Oversight/monitoring and analysis of achievements at the national
level.

GEORGIA THE PROSPECT OF JOINING THE EUROPEAN UNION

The association agreement represents the international
agreement of Georgia concluded within the framework of the Eastern
Partnership initiative. The European Union concluded a similar
agreement with Georgia, Ukraine and Moldova.

According to the association agreement, Georgia is obliged to
bring its legislation closer to the EU legislation, to implement political
association and economic integration. Article 78 of the Constitution
of Georgia stipulates that all constitutional bodies are obliged to carry
out their activities in such a way as to facilitate the full integration of
Georgia into the FEuropean Union. In today's geopolitical
developments, the importance of EU law and the Association
Agreement is essential.

The European perspective that emerged for Georgia under the
Association Agreement has moved to an important stage today,
Russia's offer of EU membership candidate status to Ukraine after
launching a large-scale war in Ukraine gave Moldova and Georgia the
opportunity to become members of the European family earlier than
expected.

In May 2021, the foreign ministers of Georgia, Ukraine and
Moldova signed a memorandum in Kyiv on the establishment of the
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"Associated Trio", which aimed to combine efforts for cooperation
with the European Union.

The process was further accelerated in parallel with the
invasion of Ukraine by Russian military forces in February 2022. On
February 28, Ukraine, which is in a full-scale war with Russia, applied
to join the European Union. This was followed by the submission of
applications by the Republic of Georgia and Moldova.

On June 17, 2022, the European Commission published
recommendations, according to which Ukraine and Moldova should
be granted the European perspective and EU membership candidate
status with mandatory conditions, and Georgia - the European
perspective. Accordingly, Georgia turned out to be the only country
of the "Associated Trio" for which the European Commission issued a
different recommendation.

Considering the above, taking into account the changed
political reality and the unprecedented support of the European
Union, all three states of the "Associated Trio" have a chance to fulfill
the recommendations stipulated in the resolution and become
members of the European family in an accelerated manner for the first
time in the history of the European Union.
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MEANS OF REALIZING THE CHILD'S RIGHT TO BE HEARD

Childhood is the period of a person's life when he does not have full
capacity and needs to be protected by adult members of society. The
United Nations Human Rights Commission considers a person under
the age of 18 to be a child. Among other rights of the child, special
attention is drawn to Article 12 of the Convention on the Rights of
the Child, which states that a child who is capable of forming his own
opinion has the right to express his opinion freely in all matters that
concern him. Also, Article 24 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights
of the European Union states that children can freely express their
views and that such views will be taken into account in relation to
matters that concern them in accordance with their age and maturity.
Accordingly, the expression of an opinion includes its consideration.
Article 3 of the European Convention on the Rights of the Child
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entitles children to the right to be informed and express their opinion
during court proceedings as a procedural right.

Currently, the child has the right to apply to the court in person. In a
number of proceedings related to children, the mandatory
participation of guardianship and care authorities is established,
although their procedural status is not defined and they participate as
third parties without an independent claim in accordance with the
recommendation of the Supreme Court.

The purpose of the conference theme is to review the mechanisms of
listening to children and taking their opinions into account in civil
disputes, to identify gaps and to develop recommendations.
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PROBLEMS OF VIOLENCE AGAINST THE ELDERLY IN GEORGIA

Elder abuse can be defined as a single or repeated act of mistreatment
occurring in any relationship, when it is expected to cause emotional
or physical pain to the elderly person.

In many parts of the world, elder abuse goes on with less recognition
and less accountability. Until recently, this serious social problem was
hidden from the public and considered a private matter. Even today,
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elder abuse is taboo, largely underestimated and ignored by society
around the world. However, accumulating evidence indicates that
elder abuse is a significant public health and social problem.

From a health and social care perspective, until the primary health
and social care sectors are well equipped to recognize and address
these problems, elder abuse will continue to be under-recognized and
under-focused. Elderly people in Georgia belong to a vulnerable group
and are at a higher risk of poverty than the rest of the population.
They are often dependent on social assistance and pensions, and live
in difficult socio-economic conditions.

Through the analysis of the cases studied by the Public Defender, it is
determined that the problems of an unchanged and systemic nature
over the years are related to such important issues as the perception
of the fact of violence by the victims themselves, the low referral of
the victims of violence to the relevant agencies, the absence of existing
psychosocial and economic rehabilitation programs for the victims of
violence. According to the Public Defender's assessment, it is
problematic to protect them from violence for a long time and to
launch assistance services. The Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia
does not record cases of domestic violence against elderly persons. The
Public Defender has been pointing out in his parliamentary reports
for years that the Ministry produces unified statistics of violence
against persons over 45 years of age, which, naturally, cannot reflect
the exact data of violence committed directly against elderly persons.
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A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF VOLUNTARY INVOLVEMENT
IN CRIME

Voluntary involvement in crime is one of the important
criminal institutions. It provides an opportunity from a legal point of
view to create a bridge through which a person who commits a crime
can return to a pre-criminal state. The current criminal legislation in
Article 21 provides us with the conditions for voluntary involvement
in the crime. For example, according to the first part of the same
article, "a person will not be held criminally responsible if he
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voluntarily and finally took part in the crime." Also, if the person who
voluntarily took part in the completion of the crime, he will be held
responsible only if the act actually committed by him constitutes
another crime. The organizer, instigator and helper of the crime shall
not be held criminally liable if they persuaded the perpetrator, timely
reported to the authorities or otherwise hindered the perpetrator or
other accomplice.

At present, the vast majority of criminal laws in force in the
world (including the laws of the Republic of Georgia) provide for
voluntary participation in the commission of a crime as a
circumstance exempting from criminal liability and punishment. In
exceptional cases, as a mitigating factor (Article 43 of the Japanese
Penal Code), except in the criminal law of Great Britain and some
developing countries that have remained faithful to the traditions of
Anglo-Saxon law (Ghana, Kenya, Uganda, India, Tanzania, Zambia,
Nigeria) etc). They do not consider voluntary involvement in the
commission of a crime at all. The criminal law legislators of foreign
countries, which consider voluntary participation in the commission
of a crime as a circumstance exempting from punishment, do not
provide a legal definition of this last concept and are limited only to
its name. Only some of them indicate a separate sign of voluntary
hand-holding.

For example, paragraph 2 of the Criminal Code of Finland
states: "If a person, by his own initiative and not as a result of external
obstacles, attempted to complete a criminal act or attempted to
achieve the result provided for in the composition of the completed
crime, then the attempt shall not be punished." As we can see, the
legislator singles out only two defining signs of the concept of
voluntary handover. The main and basic of them is to take the hand
in one's own way, which is the same - with one's own inner drive.
With a shorter wording and reference to a similar sign, the 2nd part
of Article 21 of the Swiss Criminal Code is limited: "Whoever, by his
own initiative, takes a hand in bringing his guilty act to the end, may
be exempted from any punishment for his attempt". The content of



voluntary involvement is also defined by the Italian Criminal Code,
Article 56, Sections 3 and 4, the Greek Criminal Code, Article 44,
Section 1, and the Japanese Criminal Code, Article 43, Section 2. The
above-mentioned legal signs point to such characteristics as taking a
hand in bringing the crime to an end by one's own will.
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COVID 19 PANDEMIC GENERAL MOMENTS THROUGH THE
LEGISLATIVE STANDPOINT

In the latest period very many changes have taken place in the
whole world. We come across such following processes as multi-
polarity, the economical globalization, international forces balance
distribution, orientation towards leadership among the world
community members to meet the interests for the peaceful and stable
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development processes. All these moments had taken place on the
constant pandemic process fond that even more complicates the
situation from the international and regional security standpoint.

In the end of 2019 the Covid 19 virus vas noticed first in China
and has been spread very rapidly though the world and has been
followed by the threat of the respirator diseases. Today this is
recognized as Covid-19 world Pandemic by the health defense
international organizations and it has made the unprecedented
challenges for the authorities, businesses, individuals and the juridical
laws.

In the work we tried to discuss some legislative issues based on
the pandemic concept: including the special authority, social health
and security, discrimination, confidentiality and the problems
connected to the contracts.
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THE IMPORTANCE OF THE NORTH ATLANTIC ORGANIZATION
AND GEORGIA

One of the main priorities of Georgia's foreign and security
policy is to join the North Atlantic Treaty Organization. Georgia
attaches great importance to the role of NATO in strengthening the
country's security and stability. At the same time, it should be noted
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that the reforms carried out by the Georgian authorities, which are in
full compliance with the main requirements related to NATO
membership and the Alliance's recommendations, significantly
contribute to the further development of democratic processes in the
country. In turn, Georgia, as an aspirant country and a future member
of the alliance, plays an important role in strengthening Euro-Atlantic
security.

On September 21, 2006, in order to bring Georgia closer to
NATO standards, the Alliance began cooperation with Georgia within
the framework of the "Intensive Dialogue on Accession Issues".

The intensive dialogue was a mechanism of joint cooperation
between NATO and Georgia and a preparatory stage that would help
Georgia to better understand the criteria necessary for joining NATO.

Many consultations between NATO-Georgia were held in the
ID format in political, security, peaceful conflict resolution, defense,
civil emergency planning, economic, science and education.

In NATO-Georgia relations, the unequivocal political support
declared by the Alliance, which followed the military aggression
against Georgia by the Russian Federation in August 2008, is
particularly important. On August 19, 2008, in Brussels, an
extraordinary meeting was held at the level of foreign ministers of the
alliance member states, where the actions of the Russian Federation
against Georgia were unequivocally condemned. At the meeting, a
decision was made on the creation of the NATO-Georgia Commission
(NGC) and the visit of the North Atlantic Council to Georgia on
September 15-16, 2008.

Finally, I would like to mention once again that Georgia's
integration into European and Euro-Atlantic structures represents the
greatest perspective for our country.
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Civil law, as one of the branches of law, differs from other legal
branches in that it has its own subject area and method of regulation.
i.e. arranges, regulates certain types of public relations between
certain subjects, in a manner and methods characteristic of them. Civil
law regulates property, family and personal relationships of a private
nature based on the equality of persons. Its task is primarily to regulate
property relations. On the other hand, property relations are such
public relations, which are connected by relations defined by will,
which have a certain economic value. First of all, there should be free
will and the opportunity to establish a relationship. If the relationship
is created by the order of one person, civil law cannot regulate these
relationships. Civil law has historically been formed as a mutual
regulatory law of private individuals. Even when the state participates
in this relationship, it is considered a private person. Ordered relations
of civil law are mostly of a property nature. It does not matter whether
this property is material or not. Civil law also regulates: family,
personal, property disputes.

The heir can determine the contents of the will himself. Therefore,
the division of norms in civil law into dispositional and imperative
norms is highly important and characteristic of this branch of law.
The basic principle of civil law is private autonomy, which is achieved
thanks to dispositional norms. Dispositional legal norms give the
parties the opportunity not to define in detail all the issues in the
future relationship. For example: an heir who leaves an estate knows
that his property will be transferred to the heir according to the rules
approved by the law. If he agrees to this rule, he does not need to draw
up a will. Family law is a set of norms that regulate the relationship
between family members.

Unlike Anglo-Saxon law, Georgian law mainly consists of parts of
private and public law. Personal law refers to a set of norms and
principles that are responsible for mutual regulation between private
citizens. This branch of law regulates various economic and social
activities established on the basis of equality of law between citizens.



Private and public law have their own systems. Civil law is a part of
private law, but private law does not end with civil law alone. Norms
and institutions established in the Civil Code are not limited to civil
law and apply to other branches of private law as well. For example:
civil law institutions such as contract, time limits and statute of
limitation legal entities will use them in corporate law. Belongs to
special branches of private law: entrepreneurs, intellectual issues,
labor and corporate. Civil law as a whole is a general part of private
law, and in other fields it is a part of it.

Public law includes state constitutional, administrative, tax, customs,
criminal and procedural law. The main principle and subordination of
public law is revealed in these fields.
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CUSTOM LAW ON PSHAV-KHEVSURETI EXAMPLE

Both the Georgian state organization and Georgian Law are
based on the antique and ancient traditions and origin. Unfortunately,
the ancient manuscripts are not convalesced nowadays but the
Georgian Law is still rich with the Georgian cultural inheritance.
Based on them the national law had been developing for many years.
The researchers differentiate the direct and indirect sources and
among them we must point out the custom law, that is one of the most
important concept in our national legislative history and therefore the
interest towards it is still very urgent and active. My report is
dedicated to the Pshav-Khevsureti corner traditions and custom law.
In many sources we come across the material property of the
mountain regions, their religious and environmental conditions and
traditions and constructions, the national clothes, weapons
descriptions economical habits, social relations including the
matrimonial and wedding traditions. Women rights and position in
the society, the hospitality, oath, vendetta traditions and legislative
habits, the mountain people’s belief and folk traditions are also
discussed in the mentioned ones as well.

In this case we come across the social issues of the custom law
relations more thoroughly and from this standpoint, basically we base
on J. Merabishvili sources, though the other researchers had also been
working on the mentioned issues as well including Maksim
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Kovalevski researches and not only his works, but the other
researchers had also discussed the mountain region — Pshav-
Khevsureti corner legislative traditions. For example, Tusheti regions
are well described by Ivane Tsiskarishvili and his origin was also from
this corner and it was well described and published in the newspaper
“Kavkaz”.

M. Kovalski definitely takes into consideration the custom
meaning and importance in the social life and he thinks that the
rational information must be sanctified be the state by all means.
Though he claims that in the estimation of the mentioned concept we
must strictly keep the balance of objectivity despite of the fact that the
ancestor and the ancient law was too close to the family and ancestor
system and regime and therefore it consisted of the habits and
traditional elements.

In the ancient law we also come across the revenge (vendetta)
habits and this process had extremely been changed and slowly
obeyed to the privileged class interests. The revenge (vendetta) habit
lately had been exchanged into the money penalty. And this depended
to the social status and material conditions of the particular family.
This process historically had been repeated in the different states as
well. The vendetta habit slowly had been weakened and finally this
act had been finally quitted among the relatives and family members
and the only the blame person in the criminal case was the offender
himself and therefore the criminal responsibility was obliged
personally on him. After the bloody revenge eradication the fine
render had been set as a traditional rule and habit and historically the
very first examples of this fact are fixed in the old manuscripts and the
form of this tradition was more or less the same almost in every
Georgian corner.
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MEMBERSHIP OF THE THIEVING WORLD

A widespread term in the countries of the former Soviet
Union was "thief in law". "Thieves in law" was, according to many
official definitions, a criminal organization that has no similar
analogues. The tradition of membership in the world of thieves was
formed in the 30s of the 20th century and was characterized by strict
adherence to criminal codes. According to the common opinion, a
follower of the traditions of a thief in law must follow certain customs
and principles that are different from others.

Based on a number of studies, it can be said that the so-called
"thieves' world" is considered the backbone of the modern organized
crime structure in the countries of the former Soviet Union. This
criminal world has its recognized leaders and has its own code of
conduct. LA has a well-organized power distribution structure. The
creation of the traditional structure of the thief world began after the
revolution of 1917 and was based on the principles of hierarchy and
strict obedience to the "thieves' law".

"Thieves in law" are the most powerful criminals who are
obeyed by other like-minded criminals. They represent the elite of the
world of organized crime, their rank corresponds to that of the
"Godfather" in the Italian mafia. A criminal is usually given the title
of "thief in law" by a higher level "thief in law" through a criminal
ritual called "baptism".

There is a constant struggle for power among the members of
the underworld, and it should be emphasized that "thieves in law"
control and have authority not only over criminals, but also over
various sectors of society in general.

Thieves in law are not a single group. There is a constant
struggle for power between them, especially dangerous are the thieves
in law who control economic crime and influence political processes.

DEFINITION OF COLD WEAPON AND KNIFE IN
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

According to Article 181! of the Code of Administrative
Offenses, carrying a cold weapon in the street, yard, stadium, square,
park, educational institution, court, airport, cinema, theater, concert
hall, cafe, restaurant, all types of public transport, bus station, railway
station and other public gatherings In some places, it leads to
administrative fines (administrative fines apply to persons from the
age of 16)

In relation to this article of the code, we would not have any
questions at all if it were not for the absence of some kind of regulation
regarding the classification of knives. At the November 2022 plenary
session, the Deputy Minister of Internal Affairs introduced the
amendments to the Code of Administrative Offenses to the deputies.
Legislation. This is certainly good, except for one thing. In the
mentioned countries, which were mentioned, this point is regulated
in their legislation, and their codes distinguish and explain in detail
what is a cold weapon, what is an economic tool (e.g. stationery knife),
what is intended for a specific activity. For knives, etc., I will give an
example of an excerpt from the Spanish legislation:

Spain has strict laws that prohibit the carrying of armas
blancas, or combat knives, and prohibit the manufacture, sale,
possession, or use of certain knives that are classified as prohibited
weapons.[56][57] Armas blancas and other sharp instruments or
cutting tools may be freely acquired and possessed provided they are
not on the list of prohibited weapons, are not purchased or owned by
minors, are kept at home for exclusive collection purposes, and are not
transported on public roads. It is generally against the law to carry,
display or use any kind of knife in public, especially knives with
pointed blades, unless one is on one's own property or working or



engaged in a legal sporting activity that requires the use of such a
knife.

The list of prohibited weapons can be found in Anexo I -
Armas prohibidas of Real Decreto 137/1993 Por El Que Se Aprueba
EL Reglamento de Armas, which prohibits the manufacture, import,
distribution, sale, possession and use of sword canes, automatic knives.
(switch blades), as well as any type of daggers. Knives with double
pointed blades 11 cm (4.3 in) or less in length (measured from the
front end of the handle to the tip of the blade) are considered armas
blancas, which may be owned but not carried in public. The law also
prohibits the sale, advertisement, sale, possession and use of folding
knives that are more than 11 cm in length from the hilt or top of the
handle to the tip of the blade. Certain exceptions to the list of
prohibited knives exist for legitimate knife collections and historical
artefacts registered with the Guardia Civil exclusively for home
storage.

Civilians are prohibited from possessing knives, machetes and
other bladed weapons officially issued to the police, military and other
official authorities without a special license. The sale of such weapons
requires the presentation of an official weapons certificate, which
properly confirms the identity and status of the person entitled to
possess such weapons.
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A BRIEF RETROSPECTIVE OF NIKO NIKOLADZE'S LIFE
PATH

A brief retrospective of Niko Nikoladze's life path. Niko Nikoladze,
publicist, public figure, critic, politician, head of the city of Poti and
member of the Parliament of Georgia, was born on September 27,
1843 in Kutaisi.



His father, Jacob Nikoladze, was one of the first at that time to start
trading. Jacob Nikoladze understood well what education meant for a
person, that's why he tried to create all conditions for his son to get
an education.

6th grader Niko had a health problem and was unable to attend
gymnasium for a year.

It was then that he sent
his first paper to the "Ciskar" magazine. This is where Niko
Nikoladze's work as a publicist began. After he became a well-known
publicist, he said: "Most of all, I want to be a journalist with my heart
and soul, nobody needs this profession of mine today. It seems that I
was either born too early or too late."

The well-known researcher Zakaria Chichinadze gives the following
assessment to Niko Nikoladze's activities and work:

"This active writer should not have appeared in the life of Georgians
today.

It can be said that his entire work is based on one idea to make Georgia
a part of the center called Europe and European civilization. In this
century, in these years, our country is facing exactly the same
problems, even today it is a subject of debate, how to become a part of
Europe, how to regain our small place in the big Europe. At that time,
Niko Nikoladze was talking to us about European values two centuries
ago.

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IMPORTANCE OF COVERAGE OF EDUCATION ISSUES IN
TELEVISION NEWS



As in other fields, informing the public about the education policies
and issues in the country has been defined as a function of the media
after the importance of interpersonal relations as the main source of
information has significantly receded. The education system is
considered as an important component of the country's security and
future, as the main factor in increasing the nation's intellectual
potential, its international competitiveness. Over the past decade, a
critical mass of research on the role of the media specifically in
education policymaking has begun to coalesce. The Law of Georgia on
Education includes a record, according to which the state declares the
priority of the field of education and based on this, conducts the state
educational policy. Therefore, the principles of covering education
issues in demand TV news are of fundamental importance to society.
Television news should be the main means of disseminating
information about education issues, where all news and information
about problems and solutions in the field of education are prioritized.
There is research-based evidence in the works of international and
local scholars that coverage of education issues is not adequate to the
above task. Rather, it tends to be superficial, devoid of its practical
context. In studies related to the media environment, statistically
uncertain information is common. There is no qualified research
specifically on television news coverage of education issues in the last
decade. Specifically, information on the results of monitoring the
coverage of education issues in the news is very scarce. My topic
discusses the information in the news of public and commercial
channels, monitoring the issue of education, based on the principle of
measuring the mass of information in programs, which will create an
idea of the volume of news coverage of education issues in the current
period.

Democracy is expressed in the sense that they receive information on
television news and then it depends on them how they will evaluate
it and what kind of conclusion they will draw about the progress of
all this.
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19TH CENTURY NATIONAL LETTERS IN GEORGIAN
JOURNALISM



Journalism as a profession has been formed for centuries, its formation
as a field is not the subject of our research, but it is important to
consider journalism as a solid boiling point of statehood, national
issues and a booster of spirit. The issue is important in itself and
especially today, when nationality, self-awareness is gradually
devalued, when the so-called "Agents' Law" is being discussed and the
population is protesting all this.

The work allows us to see how important it is not to forget history and
to be a role model in today's world. We return to the roots out of
necessity, and at the same time we recall the words of the great Ilia:
"Forgetting history, one's past, and erasing the former life from
memory - leads to the destruction of the nation in spirit and flesh." of
violation and complete destruction. The past is the native foundation
of the present, as the present is of the future." (Chavchavadze 1987,
165). We get to know the advanced writings of that time and a
glorious age unfolds before our eyes, when the press was truly at the
service of the motherland, when the newspaper conveyed the reality,
when journalism was a comrade in arms of the state. It was the
editorial offices of "Iveria", "Drobe", "Georgia Moambi" that were the
refuge of the Georgian intelligentsia oppressed by Tsarist Russia, and
their faded pages were their shelter.
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NATIONAL GEOGRAPHIC -STAGES OF JOURNAL
DEVELOPMENT

National Geographic(journal)- was founded in October 1888 by the
National Geographic Society. The magazine's writers, photographers,
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and producers have fulfilled the founders' vision of increasing the
spread of geographic knowledge.

The journal's more than 130 years of history is divided into several
stages of development: magazine creation, magazine growth,
expansion in other countries, transition to environmental topics,
video content development, and digital development.

The journal was founded to promote scientific knowledge and
education. In the first years of its existence, the magazine was focused
on the study and disclosure of the secrets of the world, as well as the
spread of knowledge about the nature and culture of different peoples.
The expansion of the journal began in other countries in the 19th
century and became available outside the US. In 1896, the first foreign
version of the magazine was released in Spanish, and 1905 the French
version of the magazine in Belgium. Since then, the magazine has
started an international expansion and is currently published in more
than 40 languages in more than 60 countries around the world. In the
1960s, more focus began on environmental issues, and its stories
focused more on ecology and conservation. The world's recognition
of the problems associated with environmental pollution and
biodiversity loss has led to the transition to environmental topics in
the journal. In the 1990s, National Geographic began developing its
video content and created documentaries, TV shows, and short films
that complement its print edition. At the beginning of the 21st
century, National Geographic began to actively develop its digital
platform, including its website, mobile device apps, and social
networks, which allowed it to attract new readers and viewers.
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EPONYMS AS A SPECIAL CLASS OF PROPER NAMES

associated with proper names possessing a great culture and
information. Name is a very important
element in every person's life.

Onomastics is the study of names, which is an integral part
of lexicology. A large number of proper nouns can be found in the
vocabulary of any language.

Human proper names belong to the largest fund of language
vocabulary. The proper names have different origins and their
distribution was determined by different conditions.

Eponyms are cultural-historical symbols that the culture of the
people, their history and can tell us a lot about the national character.
They participate in an active borrowing process and enrich the lexical
fund of any language. In the vocabulary of the English and Georgian



languages, there are thousands of eponyms, in most cases, terms-
eponyms are connected with the names of famous scientists,
inventors, doctor, etc. The history of the origin of some dishes and
drinks is linked to the names of real people, famous or less famous,
who lived in different eras.
This paper is dedicated to Georgian and English lexical units, in
particular, gastronomic eponyms, their linguistic-descriptive analysis.
The object of research is Georgian and English gastronomic
eponyms from specific, actually existing names of people, drinks or
food terms. In the research process, the method of etymological and
semantic analysis is used, both in extralinguistic and linguistic levels.
This study has been conducted on the material of various
culinary books on cookery and scientific

papers.
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COLORONYMS IN OIKONYMS AND HYDRONYMS

The world of geographical names or toponyms is particularly
diverse and interesting. Any geographical name is historically part of
the culture of each nation. They are an integral part of modern
civilization and represent a unique toponymic environment without
which the existence of humanity is impossible. Geographical names
reflect the conditions of the territory and the features of the object,



they provide us with rich material for understanding the features of
natural conditions.

The names of territories, land or waters on FEarth bear
geographical names, the origin of which is related to different eras and
languages. Toponymic terms are a special system of lexical units that
reflect the world around man, his/her spatial and temporal perception;
It is in the process of naming geographical objects that a person
perceives the surrounding reality through toponyms.

Many historical or geographical places in our lives reflect
different characteristics that express the peculiarities of the landscape
through the means of language. Oikonyms and hydronyms, which
depict different natural landscapes, contain information about the
localization of different toponyms.

A comparative study of different types of names makes it possible
to determine specific features that are characteristic of different
languages according to which onomastic systems are developed. The
connection between onomastics and geography is quite close, which
requires constant study.

Nominations of the color component are found in all spheres and
areas of human life; They are also reflected in toponymy. Color was
and remains today one of the most important parameters for the
perception of reality, which is reflected both in language and, in
particular, in geographical names.

The purpose of this paper is to make the lexical-semantic,
etymological, cognitive and comparative analysis of Georgian and
British oikonyms and hydronyms and identify their semantic
characteristics, compare similarities and differences.

Some English and Georgian oikonyms - asteonyms, comonyms
and hydronyms - pelagonyms, limnonyms and potamonyms are built
on different color elements and their hues. As a result of the research,
we have determined that English-speaking countries’ oikomyms with
color designations are more numerous than in Georgia.
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RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN BUDGET DEFICIT AND
GOVERNMENT DEBT

In Ukraine, in the conditions of the economic crisis and socio-
economic instability, the issue of the budget deficit is very relevant.
One of the most important reasons for the imbalance of the budget of
Ukraine is the growth of the state debt with the risk of non-fulfillment
of debt obligations. Instead, the public debt is an integral part of the
economic system, and has a direct and indirect influence on its
elements, in particular, on the monetary and currency systems, the
inflation rate, domestic and foreign savings, foreign investments.

Analyzing the state of the state debt (Table 1), the dynamics
of the domestic debt indicates a constant growth of this indicator
during the analyzed period, and the composition of the debt reveals a
predominance of external debt over internal debt, which has an
upward trend every year. Which, accordingly, has a greater impact on
the economy and the creation of a "debt canopy" for future
generations.

Currently, the state has to attract huge financial resources to
ensure the defense capability of the country and to solve the
humanitarian problems caused by the war. As a result, in 2022 budget
expenditures amounted to UAH 2,410 billion. Therefore, the
Ukrainian authorities are looking for resources both on the domestic
and foreign financial markets. One of the tools for attracting
additional funds to the state budget are the so-called military bonds,
the issuer of which is the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine and are
placed on the domestic market of state securities of Ukraine, and are
intended exclusively for the financial support of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine and the needs of the state in wartime conditions.

In Ukraine, against the background of the war with Russia,
there is an increase in the internal and external debt load. According
to the Ministry of Finance, the ratio of public debt to GDP in 2021
was 48.9%, and already in 2022 - 78.4%. The factors of the growth of
the national debt of Ukraine are the sharp expansion of the state
budget deficit and the fall in GDP.

In addition, the government is actively working to attract
international financial assistance. As a result, Ukraine receives
support in the war against Russia from most countries of the world,
which provide humanitarian, military or financial aid.

In 2022, the general fund of the state budget received UAH
1,491 billion. Of this amount, UAH 480.6 billion was free
international aid in the form of grants. The largest contribution to the




Ukrainian state budget was made by the USA, the EU, Germany,
Canada and Great Britain, the aid from these countries makes up a
third of the expenses of the Ukrainian consolidated budget-2022. In
addition, loans were allocated to our country by the International
Monetary Fund (IMF), the European Investment Bank (EIB) and the
World Bank.

Other countries of the world provide invaluable support by
accepting refugees, providing financial and social assistance, thereby
reducing the burden on the state budget of Ukraine and reducing the
debt burden. Among such countries is Georgia, which provided not
only financial support, but also the opening of four Ukrainian sectors
at public schools in the cities of Tbilisi and Batumi, where more than
1,550 Ukrainian children study in the Ukrainian language and
according to Ukrainian curricula.

But the problem of the debt burden or the reduction of the
budget deficit does not disappear, and in connection with the invasion
of the Russian army in Ukraine, it grows, which requires the
involvement of additional financing. It is necessary to develop
alternative financing instruments and reduce the debt burden through
debt restructuring, but this, according to the Government, could
undermine investors' confidence in the country. However, it is worth
paying attention to the fact that the low value of Ukrainian bonds
indicates the willingness of creditors to carry out debt restructuring.
The experience of other countries that have already faced the
restructuring of foreign debt can be useful, but its implementation
requires active support from foreign partners.
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MODERN DETERMINANTS AND FORMS OF INTERSTATE
TRADE DISPUTES

World trade wars, as a phenomenon, have a close connection
with the very essence of the process of international trade, which in
turn is an integral part of international economic relations. Joining the
world economic space is an incentive to intensify scientific and
technological progress, is an opportunity for investment, exchange of
information. However, along with the obvious positive trends, there
is a risk of destabilizing influence caused not only by global crises, but
also by the regulatory influence of the strongest participants in the
world trade space. In the economic literature, one can sometimes find
unjustified identification of the terms «contradictory situation in
trade», «trade dispute», «trade conflict», «trade war». Each of these
terms is used to characterize the appropriate degree of tension
between countries regarding the deterioration of trade conditions and
economic losses for either one or all participating countries.

The scale of an international trade dispute is determined by the
number of countries that participate in them, as well as their intensity
and consequences. Most often, international trade disputes arise
between two parties, but there are cases when the actions of one
country led to a dispute with several others. Methods of trade war are
like measures of economic protectionism. Any action that is
implemented to protect its economic interests automatically conflicts
with an economic competitor.

Therefore, today in the use of a term to designate the problem
situation in the sphere of international trade, one should be guided by
assessing the degree of tension between countries.
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THE INFLUENCE OF THE DEBT LOAD ON THE COMPANY'S
ACTIVITIES

Today, Ukrainian enterprises face a pressing task - maintaining
competitiveness. In extremely difficult circumstances on the market,
most enterprises, due to the destruction of the established system of
sales of products and procurement of resources, are unable to pay bills
and, as a result, debts arise.

The debt load significantly affects the investment activity of the
enterprise, which reflects the degree of involvement of the enterprise
in external sources of financing for the implementation of investment
projects. It indicates the proportion of debt funds in the company's
portfolio of financial resources, which are used to finance new
projects, expand production, purchase assets, etc.

In the international space, the debt canopy (load) can be measured
by various indicators. One of them is the total foreign debt, which
indicates the total amount of the company's obligations to creditors
from abroad. It includes both short-term and long-term liabilities. The
second indicator is the ratio of external debt to total debt: This
indicator indicates the share of external debt in the total amount of
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the company's liabilities. The high value of this indicator indicates the
significant dependence of the enterprise on external financing.

It is important to consider the distribution of external debt by
creditor countries. An enterprise may have debt to creditors from
different countries, and this may affect risks related to exchange rate
fluctuations and political stability of different countries. And external
problems can be added to internal problems.

In the case of attracting investments, creditors usually pay
attention to the solvency of the enterprise and its potential, because
this can provide an opportunity to service the debt: The enterprise
must have sufficient resources to repay debt obligations, including
interest and the principal amount.
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FRANCHISING AS A FORM OF EXIT OF UKRAINIAN
ENTERPRISES TO THE FOREIGN MARKET

Franchising is a form of organization and business management in
which one of the entrepreneurs (franchisor) develops a business
process model and transfers the rights to conduct business according
to this model to another entrepreneur (franchisee) in a certain



territory during a certain period of time. The advantages of this form
of business for the franchisor are the expansion of the distribution
network, obtaining an additional channel of income from the
franchisee, reducing the costs of advertising campaigns and personnel
management.

Franchising activity in Ukraine began in the first years of its
independence. The first franchise networks were created by foreign
companies. Gradually, domestic enterprises began to be involved in
franchising relations. Franchising in Ukraine became especially
popular with the beginning of a full-scale war, when more than 30
Ukrainian companies sold their franchise abroad. The most successful
companies were able to form a network of almost 170 retail outlets.
The leaders are the company "Express Haircut", which has more than
110 establishments, as well as Burger Club with 170 salons in 5
countries of the world. The largest number of franchise points outside
the country are Salateira, Freshline, G.Bar, Vynahidnyk, Indigo,
Dmytro Borysov's family of restaurants. The largest number of
Ukrainian franchises were purchased in Poland, Slovenia, Hungary
and Kazakhstan. Negotiations are also underway with representatives
of more distant countries, but they are mostly unsuccessful. Selling
franchises abroad is more profitable. For example, the entry fee for the
"Express Haircut" franchise in Ukraine is $1,000, while in Europe it is
$5,000. The main buyers of the franchise are Ukrainians who at one
time went abroad.
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Digitization of management and human resources in the post-covid-
19 period

"The topic of the upcoming work refers to the digitalization of
management and human resources after COVID-19. Special attention



should be paid to the implementation and integration of digitalization
into management and human resources. The importance of the impact
of digitalization on management and human resources should also be
emphasized.

Digitization became important during the mid-20th century
when computer usage became widespread, particularly after the
adoption of email and other programs that facilitated work
completion. The "global pandemic" became a reason why encryption
occupied an important place in public life.

The COVID pandemic has changed the perception of "this is
impossible!". The new reality has changed the approach that virtual
training, meetings, communication, and so on are impossible. With
today's technology, people have been given an alternative to work as
if they were in the office, even when they are working remotely from
home. The word "hybrid" has emerged as a solution to this situation,
which precisely reflects the work both in the office and remotely.

The pandemic of COVID-19 has affected various aspects of
business operations, including management and human resources.
The digitization of human resources can offer multiple benefits to
organizations, including improved efficiency, cost savings, increased
accuracy of HR data, better engagement and retention of employees.
It is also essential to ensure the security and confidentiality of HR data
by adhering to regulatory requirements and avoiding the misuse of
personal information, which is crucial for the effective management
of human resources.

During the pandemic, it became necessary for remote work to
be implemented by managers so that they could manage their teams
virtually.

The COVID-19 pandemic has been an ongoing global health crisis,
but at the same time, it has put small and large businesses at risk.
While there are several works on combating threats in the field of
tourism, the Covid pandemic has introduced completely innovative
methods to combat the crisis. Scientists have created several new and
unique research directions and have produced remarkable results. For
example, in the field of tourism, a new guideline was created - a crisis
management manual, which gained popularity both in terms of
theoretical basis and practical application. The latest methodological
manuals developed after the Covid pandemic will simplify the
situation of companies in the future when dealing with force majeure
situations, making the tourism sector more sustainable and stable.

RISK MANAGEMENT DURING INSURANCE

Insurance risk should be considered from several aspects.

Thesis 1. As an event, when it occurs, payment is made in kind or in
cash from the previously created insurance funds.

Thesis 2. A set of events related to a specific insured object is not
considered abstractly. They themselves belong to the object accepted
for insurance, where the risk is realized. Any risk has a specific object.
In our consciousness, risk is related to this object, risk factors will be
studied. The analysis of the received information together with other
measures allows the negative consequences of risk implementation to
be significantly reduced or avoided.



Thesis 3. Risk is related to the probability of destruction or damage of
the given insured object. Any probability can be expressed as an
integer. With a probability equal to zero, it is possible to assert that
the event will not occur, and with a probability equal to 1, there is a
100% probability that the event will occur. The lower the risk
probability, the easier and cheaper it is to organize one’s insurance. A
significant probability of risk is expensive insurance, which can fulfill
it.

Thesis 4. Insurance is characterized by objective and subjective
probability. Objective probability reflects the laws that give rise to
events and objects in objective reality, while subjective probability
expresses randomness that ignores the objective approach to reality.
rejects and does not take into account the objective laws of society.
Thesis 5. Risk can be represented by logical probability, which is built
on the objective laws of nature and society. with the methods of
induction, deduction, analysis, synthesis and hypothesis.
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CLASSIFICATION ACCORDING TO BRANCHES

Insurance object can be insurances by the same contract with
different agents. The contract should include terms that should
define the rights and obligations of each insurer. Based on the
properties of the object of insurance, we should distinguish four
main types of insurance: property, personal, liability and economic
risk insurance.
Thesis 1: Personal insurance is a type of insurance in which the



insured’s or other insured’s interests related to life, capacity, health
and retirement security are the object of insurance.
Thesis 2: property insurance is a type of insurance where property
ownership, usage and disposal are presented to the insured.
Thesis 3: liability insurance is the type of insurance where insurance
object is the third party. In this type if insurance, insured takes
liability in case of other’s personal or property damage, which is
caused by insurer’s activity or inactivity.
Thesis 4: In order to justify insurance methods, we discrimenate
subtypes of insurance by property types and social groups. For
instance, in property insurance there are different business objects
such as: state, private, public and individual property’s ownership
rights.
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
