When moving products of intellectual creativity from the People's Republic of China to the
territory of Georgia, great importance is attached to the issues related to their protection and
regulation as well the cooperation and coordination between governmental agencies dealing with
intellectual property issues in the two countries.

The purpose of the study is to carry out a comparative analysis of some aspects of intellectual
property management and regulation in China and Georgia, against the background of the
establishment of a strategic partnership relationship between the two countries.

Georgia is a state located in the epicenter of the modern Silk Road, and the deepening of close,
partnership relations with China will contribute to the activation of business processes, its
development in the direction of intellectual property and innovation, so that it becomes the leader
and main player in the region.



The topic is relevant and novel as it concerns new, promising relations between China and Georgia
in the field of intellectual property.

The study used a comparative analysis method for processing of documents and data.

In accordance with the current legislation of the country, the National Center for Intellectual
Property of Georgia “Sakpatenti” consolidates all main areas of intellectual property: industrial
property, copyright and related rights, new varieties and breeds of plants and animals.

Unlike Georgia, works related to the protection and regulation of intellectual property are handled
in China not by one, but by several government agencies, including: the State Administration of
Intellectual Property, the State Administration of Industry and Commerce, the State Copyright
Administration and the Ministry of Culture. Each of these governmental bodies performs its own
functions in the use, registration, implementation and monitoring of intellectual property.

A close, purposeful cooperation with Chinese counterparts with regard to legal, governance,
information exchange/share and dispute resolution aspects of intellectual property is important.

Current developments aim,
for instance, to be able to entrust a machine with complex tasks previously delegated to a human.”

According to science, artificial intelligence can be classified into three different categories:

4. Artificial Narrow Intelligence (Artificial Narrow Intelligence, ANI)
5. Artificial General Intelligence (Artificial General Intelligence, AGI)
6. Artificial Super Intelligence (Artificial Super Intelligence, ASI)

Artificial narrow intelligence is any machine that is only capable of performing a single task.
Artificial General Intelligence is capable of general reasoning. It can perform a wider range of tasks,
reason and develop human abilities. Artificial super intelligence differs from the previous two in
that instead of imitating a person, it will be able to develop intelligence that exceeds human
capabilities.



Nowadays, the development of artificial intelligence and its successful perspective are
inconceivable without human efforts and intervention. Under general artificial intelligence, the
skills of people and technology are equalized. Unmanned control systems can be considered as such
a case. Artificial super intelligence is still just a product of imagination. This is when Al surpasses
human capabilities and can act better, more correctly and faster.

Today, artificial intelligence is increasingly being used around the world in both the public
and private sectors, which comes with ethical and legal risks.

The level of readiness of countries in terms of the ethical and legal development of artificial
intelligence is assessed by the UK-based international consulting group “Oxfod Insight”, according
to its 2020 index, the top ten countries in terms of state readiness for artificial intelligence included:
the USA, Great Britain, Finland, Germany, France, Singapore, South Korea, Denmark, Holland and
Norway.

The United States was the first country to adopt a national artificial intelligence strategy in
2016. China, the UK, South Korea, France and Finland soon developed strategic frameworks,
following in the footsteps of the US.

China is a serious competitor to the United States for global leadership in artificial
intelligence. It aims to achieve global dominance by 2030 through its strategic plan and recognizes
artificial intelligence as a strategic advantage in the knowledge economy. China is the only country
that measures artificial intelligence development with macroeconomic indicators and parameters.

South Korea is focused on searching and training talents in the field of artificial intelligence,
strengthening the research component, and joint projects between science and economic sectors.

For the purpose of developing artificial intelligence, its regulation and management in EU
member states, most strategies have been created, almost all EU member states have developed a
strategic framework and action plan for the development of artificial intelligence.

It is also important to note that according to a report from the Center for Data Innovation,
the United States of America and China are currently the two leaders in artificial intelligence
development. The United States has a slight advantage in research and development, while China
leads in mastering. However, other countries such as Canada and the UK are also investing heavily
in Al and are expected to become more competitive in the future.

Georgia is trying to keep up with the pace of development of new technologies and share
existing and best practices in this field. It should be noted that there is no definition of artificial
intelligence in legislation of Georgia, and there is no single document that would reflect the state
strategy or general regulatory model.

In conclusion, artificial intelligence has the potential to accelerate innovation, and
countries using the Silk Road may find themselves in a highly competitive environment using
artificial intelligence. Artificial intelligence has the potential to transform the economy in many
ways, but there are also significant threats and risks from an ethical and legal regulatory perspective.

The Silk Road, which originated as a transcontinental trade route linking ancient China to Western
civilizations, dates back to the 2" century BC. Originally known as the “Silk Road”, historical trade
route played a significant role due to its strategic location. Georgia has served as a crucial crossroads
between Western Asia and Eastern Europe, making it a pivotal point along the shortest routes
between China and Europe. Therefore, Georgia’s historical association with the Silk Road can be
traced back to the 6% century, as it provided passes for caravans across its territory, spanning from
Svaneti, ultimately reaching Phasis (now Poti) — an ancient trading hub and former capital of
Colchis. Georgia has once again attracted worldwide attention since it represents a critical transport
node on the Belt and Road Initiative between China and Europe. China established the diplomatic
relations with Georgia in 1992 and in 2015 it joined the Silk Road Initiative by signing the Silk Road
Memorandum. This was a foundation for a new type of cooperation between China and Georgia,
in the fields of infrastructure, logistics, energy, agriculture, education and other areas, significantly
increasing the Chinese investment in Georgia. Belt and Road Initiative aims to create stable zones
between the West and East, developing economic and cultural relations and have the opportunity
to drastically change the global economic landscape. Its goal is to deepen the links between China
and Europe by expanding the transport network through railways and ports that will lead to
significantly reducing the transportation costs. Hence, the revival of the historic Silk Road will
increase the South-Caucasus — China relations and bring economic benefits for both sides. The
primary objective of the current study is to facilitate opportunities for networking, collaboration
and exchange of ideas fostering the interdisciplinary dialogue and promote cultural exchange in the
context of Silk Road: Its historical and cultural ties with Georgia. The current paper looks into the
role of Belt and Road Initiative in re-shaping global higher education along its routes. The current
paper is expected to shed light on the profound influence of the Silk Road and Belt and Road
Initiative on the evolution of educational systems, linguistic diversity and cultural exchange.

Especially after Taliban seized the power in Afghanistan the country which
was turned apart by internal and external forces has been turned into a “Black Hole”. We have to
highlight that mostly in the region the level of education is low and leads to economic catastrophe,
creating the ground of radicalization. The younger people are joining radical movements that
threaten not only the region but also neighboring countries and Chinese projects. However, China
managed to create a friendly relationship with both countries and implemented many high-budget
projects in Pakistan.

CHINA’S INTERESTS IN THE SOUTH CAUCASUS AND THEIR IMPACT ON THE 2022-2030
DEVELOPMENT STRATEGY OF GEORGIA

Abstract

China’s growing presence across the post-Soviet space stems from the broader context of its “global
rise”, which implies the drive of the world’s second largest economy in transition to develop new
markets, build new transportation routes and mobilize new resources on the global scale. In order
to exploit newly emerging opportunities, countries like Georgia are trying to adjust their economic
and foreign policies with the recent dynamics of the global environment. Georgia signed a free
trade as well as strategic partnership agreements with China in 2017 and 2023 respectively, while
supporting China’s various global initiatives, such as the “Belt and Road Initiative” (BRI).
Furthermore, with its strategic location on the crossroads of Europe and Asia, Georgia is one of the
four major countries of the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route, also known as the
“Middle Corridor” — regional initiative that can be considered as a part of the BRI, particularly its
China—Central Asia—West Asia Economic Corridor.

This article examines the influence of Chinese interests in the South Caucasus on Georgia’s
development strategy of 2022-2030, officially known as “Vision 2030: Development Strategy of
Georgia”. In the light of the contemporary history of the “China’s global rise”, the results of the
qualitative document analysis confirm the hypothesis that Georgia’s latest development strategy
attempts to adapt with China’s regional geo-economic interests and capitalize on them by paying
more attention to the economic sectors that are the main targets of the Chinese capital going global.
Georgia’s case is an example how China’s interests and growing presence in the post-Soviet space
affects and shapes the current direction of local states’ national development policies.

It has evolved in tandem with the development
of speech and eloquence, providing the foundation for literary theory and, over time, refining and
advancing it.

Persian-Tajik poets and writers, drawing from the rich traditions of the Greeks and Arabs,
offered valuable insights into various aspects of the art of eloquence. Notably, the earliest surviving



treatise on literary theory is Muhammad ibn 'Umar Raduyani’s Tarjuman al-balagha (Interpreter of
Eloquence).

Literary criticism has grown as an integral component of literary science and literature.
Writers have contemplated topics related to the art of eloquence, significant literary developments
of their era, the interplay between literature and creative traditions, the legitimacy of poetic
meanings, the role of writers and literature in society, vocabulary, and eloquence, as well as the
interpretation and exposition of writers’ heritage, among other subjects.

In Western literature, including English, it is argued that literary criticism found its origins
in Ancient Greece (427-347 BC) with Plato’s teachings on Poetics and Rhetoric.

The Renaissance marked a new stage in the history of literary criticism, characterized by
the ongoing struggle against medieval dogmatism and the efforts of progressive writers and scholars
to challenge religious scholastic viewpoints.

Modern literary criticism, relying heavily on structural-semantic methodologies, has
explored literary materials within a broad cultural-historical context and employed
interdisciplinary humanities methods.

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SILK ROAD IN THE CONTECST OF INTERCULTURAL DIALOGUE
(Marco Polo, Byron)

Abstract

The analysis of culture often means the analysis of the relationship between cultures. If there were
no different cultures, people would not even think about culture. The differences between cultures
are made even more apparent by the obvious differences in people's thinking, emotions, and
behaviors. Therefore, it is impossible to understand culture within the framework of one culture,
the analysis of culture must include different cultures.

Intercultural dialogue is based on linguistic
and cultural awareness.

The road, which was used as a trade network in ancient times, was discovered by the German
geographer von Richthofen in 1877. "Silk Road" he called it. As a transcontinental trade-caravan
route, which led to China through the dry and Black Sea coasts, it carried Chinese silk to the west,
the main consumer of which was the Roman nobles. The beginning of this trade in BC. It was given
in the 2nd century AD, and at the end of the 17th century, when the Europeans mastered the ocean
route, the Silk Road lost its importance.

This road contributed to the development of both economic and cultural relations.

In his memoirs, known as "The Book of Marco Polo", he tells us about the great wealth and property
of unknown civilizations, which Western traders spared no effort to acquire. His book had a great
influence on the views of the people of that time. Within 25 years of Marco Polo's return,
manuscripts of his memoirs were already in circulation in Latin, Old French, and possibly Old High
German, and in Gallo-Italian, Tuscan, and Venetian dialects, a remarkable achievement for the
Middle Ages.

Unfortunately, this road was used not only for trade-economic, cultural and artistic prosperity,
but also on the trade-caravan road, slaves were often transported to different countries for sale. One
such case is described by Byron during his trip to Asia Minor. In Alexandria, he witnessed the
public sale of captive women from Georgia and Cherkessia, he drew the young knight's attention
to the doomed lamentation. He was just a child, 13 years old. He heard that she was Georgian, the
only daughter of a Tbilisi landlord. They sold her several times. Byron immediately paid 800 piastres
to the merchants and released her. Later, Byron dedicated the poem "Tirza" to her.
